
Maths The children will be building on
their prior knowledge of time this
term. They will learn to solve
problems involving £ and p. and
they will use clocks with Roman
numerals on, read the time to the
minute and how to convert time
from analogue to digital and vice
versa.

Suggestions of ways you can support your child’s Maths: Time is 
a tricky concept for the children to learn so plenty of real-life 
practice with your child will help them. You are already an expert 
at telling the time and so you are well placed to support them.

Extra Information

English In English this half-term, we will be
studying the book The BFG. This will
be alongside Guided Reading. The
children will take part in numerous
activities and will be practising a
range of writing styles including
newspaper reports, play scripts and
poetry.

Suggestions of ways you can support your child’s English: Ask
your child about grammar at school and how they would use this.
